When you have overloads on welders, there are 3 reasons for this.

1. The stack is not calibrated. This process can be different, depending on the welder you are using.

2. The anvil and welder are coming together too hard. If this is happening, the best work around is to let the anvil come in first, and then the welder.

3. You have a defective transducer, horn, cable, or generator.
